Background 

The Terms of Reference (TOR) for the Byelaw and Permitting Sub-Committee (B&PSC) were 
reviewed and agreed by the Authority in June 2022.

It is envisaged that retaining the membership and the level needed to be 
quorate can help to mitigate this risk while still maintaining a suitable level of mixed 
representation. All General Members are encouraged to join the B&PSC or to continue with 
their membership of the B&PSC.
