as soon as possible after the catch occurs

Under the Wildlife and Countryside Act (1981, as amended), from
Onm to 12 nm, it is illegal to:

3 Kill or injure,
o Take,
3 Damage or destroy the place of resting, shelter or breeding of,

any allis shad (Alosa alosa) or twaite shad (Alosa fallax).
